Teddy loved the outdoors, and established the wildlife refuge 
program; Franklin used this program to create the Moosehorn 
Wildlife Refuge in 1937. FDR also championed the alternative energy Passamaquoddy Tidal Project, 
which is attracting new interest today.  And Teddy had a ship named after him built at Verona Island 
near Bucksport, which carried Bowdoin graduate Admiral Peary to the North Pole.  The Roosevelt 
connections to Maine are numerous.
